“He is not here, but has risen (Lk 24 :5).

the  St. John  de  Britto  Shrine  at  Oriyur  to  a  Minor  Basilica  

was  a deeply  meaningful  and  inspiriting  experience  for  all  who  

attended. The  event  saw  a  significant  turnout,  with  numerous  

bishops  from our  region,  as  well  as  a  vast  gathering  of  faithful,  

priests  and religious,  rending  it  a  truly  magnificent  diocesan  

celebration.  The remarkable  turnout  at  the  celebration  

unmistakably  indicated  the profound  longing  of  our  people  over  

the  past  decade  to  visit  the Shrine  of  St.  John  de  Britto.  This  

sacred  site,  symbolizing  his martyrdom,  holds  deep  significance  

for  our  faith  and  a  cherished positioning  our  hearts.   The  

celebration  also  served  as  symbol  of communion  among  

Catholics  and  tangible  manifestation  of  the positive  outcomes  

of  our  reconciliatory  efforts.   I  offer  genuine appreciation  to  

each  of  you  for  your  unwavering  support, cooperation,  active  

participation,  invaluable  contributions  and efforts  to  encouraging  

wider  participation  of  laity,  which  truly transformed  the  

celebration  into  a  diocesan  event. 

Easter  He  is  not  Here  but  Risen

The  Egyptian  pyramids  are  renowned  globally  as  one  of 

the  "Seven  Wonders"  of  the  ancient  world,  serving  as  colossal 

tombs  housing  the  mummified  remains  of  Egyptian  Pharaohs. 

Similarly,  Westminster  Abbey  attracts  thousands  of  visitors  due  

to its  association  with  the  entombment  of  renowned  writers, 

philosophers,  and  politicians.  In  contrast,  the  Shrine  of  the  

Holy Sepulchre  in  Jerusalem  draws  pilgrims  from  across  the  

globe  to witness  an  empty  tomb,  marked  with  a  note  
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proclaiming, "He  is not  here."  This  site  is  revered  because  Jesus  

Christ,  who  was once  interred  there,  rose  from  the  dead,  

leaving  behind  an  empty sepulchre,  fulfilling  his  promise  to  his  

disciples.  Thus,  Jesus conquered  death  (1 Cor 15: 25-26),  

defying  the  laws  of  nature  and proving  that  He  is  the  Risen  

Lord.

The  Resurrection  Basic  of  our  Faith

The  resurrection  of  Jesus  stands  as  a  pivotal  event  in 

affirming  his  divinity.  St.  Paul's  assertion  in  Corinthians,  “If 

Christ has  not  been  raised,  then  our  preaching  is  in  vain;  and  

your Faith  is  in  vain” (I Cor 15:14),  underscores  the  foundational 

importance  of  this  belief.  According  to  the  Catechism  of  the 

Catholic  Church,  “The  Resurrection  of  Jesus  is  the  crowning  

truth  of  our  Faith  in  Christ,  a  Faith  believed  and  lived  as  the 

central  truth  by  the  first  Christian  community;  handed  on  as 

fundamental  by  Tradition;  established  by  the  documents  of  the 

New  Testament;  and  preached  as  an  essential  part  of  the  

Paschal mystery  along  with  the  cross…” (CCC # 638).   The  

resurrection forms  the  bedrock  of  Christian  doctrine  and  

without  it,  the  entire framework  of  the  Church  would  crumble,  

and  faith  would  lose its substance.  Conversely,  if  Jesus  indeed  

rose  from  the  dead,  his teachings  carry  profound  truth. “Jesus  

is  Lord;  He  is  risen!” (Rom 10: 9)  reverberated  as  the  central  

theme  of  the  Kerygma  of the apostles.  Thus,  the  resurrection  

of  Jesus  isn't  just  a  historical event  but  the  linchpin  upon  

which  Christianity  hinges. 

Easter - Guarantee  of  our  own  resurrection

Jesus  assured  Martha  at  the  tomb  of  Lazarus,  saying, “I  

am  the  Resurrection  and  the  Life;  whoever  believes  in  Me  will  

live  even  though  he  dies” (Jn 11:25-26).   While  Christ  will  raise  

us up  on  the  last  day,  there  is  also  a  profound  truth  that  we  

have already  risen  with  Christ.  St.  Paul  says,   “But  now  Christ  

has been  raised  from  the  dead,  the  first  fruits  of  those  who  
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have fallen  asleep…  but  each  one  in  proper  order:  Christ  the  

first  fruit;  then,  at  his  coming,  those  who  belong  to  Christ” (1 

Cor 15: 20,23). Therefore,  the  resurrection  of  Jesus  guarantees  

our  own resurrection. 

1. To  be  Resurrection  People: 

Easter - Hope  Amidst  all  Life  Challenges

Easter serves  as  a  poignant  reminder  of  the  inherent  

value of  life.  Our  faith  in  the  Real  Presence  of  the  Risen  Jesus   

within our  souls,  in  His  Church,  in  the  Blessed  Sacrament  and  

ultimately  in  Heaven   infuses  depth  and  significance  into  both  

our personal  and  social  life.  Our  steadfast  belief  in  the  constant 

presence  of  the  Risen  Lord  enables  us  to  face  life's  obstacles  

with  courage,  freeing  us  from  unnecessary  worries  and  fears 

imposed  by  the  world. 

If  Easter  holds  any  meaning  for  our  lives,  can  we  truly 

participate  in  Jesus'  resurrection?  St.  Paul  confirms,  "For  if  we 

have  become  united  with  him  in  a  death  like  his,  we  will  

certainly  also  be  united  with  him  in  a  resurrection  like  his" 

(Romans 6:5).

Easter,  the  celebration  of  the  Resurrection,  delivers  the 

joyful  proclamation  that  we  are  a  "Resurrection  people."  This 

signifies  that  we  need  not  remain  entombed  by  our  sins,  

harmful habits,  destructive  addictions  and  ill  feelings.  It  gives  us  

the  Good News  that  no  tombs,  whether  of  despair,  

discouragement,  doubt, or  even  death  itself,  can  restrain  us  any  

longer.  Instead,  we  are called  to  embrace  a  life  filled  with  joy  

and  peace,  continually encountering  the  tangible  presence  of  

the  Risen  Lord  in  every aspect  of  our  life.

2. To  Seek  Peace  and  Joy  in  the  Risen  Jesus:

The  living  presence  of  the  Risen  Lord  grants  us  

enduring peace  and  heavenly  joy  amidst  the  monotony,  

hardships,  and tensions  of  our  day-to-day  life.  "Peace  be  with  

you!" (John 20:19) was  Jesus'  words  of  salutation  to  his  

disciples  in  all  his  post-Resurrection  appearances.  When  we  

sincerely  find  our  peace  and joy  in  the  Risen  Lord,  each  day  

ought  to  mirror  Easter  Day,  lived  with  joy  in  the  intimate  

fellowship  of  the  Risen  Lord.

3. To  be  Heralds  of  Resurrection  Power:

The  Resurrection  brings  Good  News,  yet  it  can  also  be  

a painful  process  as  it  entails  death.  Before  experiencing  the 

transformative  power  of  the  Resurrection  in  our  own  lives,  we  

are  called  to  die  to  our  sin  and  relinquish  our  self.  At  times,  

we may  even  need  to  let  go  of  our  own  aspirations,  plans  and 

dreams  so  that  God  can  fulfil  His  purpose  in  our  lives. 

Resurrection  invites  us  to  perceive  the  world  through  new  

eyes. On  that  Easter  morning,  Mary  Magdalene  

Sometimes,  what  we  believe  we  desire  most  

remains  unfulfilled, yet  in  its  place  emerges  an  encounter  with  

God's  novel  ways  of operating  in  the  world.  

In  such  moments,  we  

must  share  the  news,  just  as Mary  Magdalene  did:  “I  have  seen  

the  Lord” (Jn 20:18). 

The  essence  of  Easter  is  clear  and  profound. It  

proclaims that  nothing,  neither  pain,  sin,  rejection,  betrayal,  

nor death,  can overcome  us.  Through  Christ's  triumph  over  all  

these  adversities, we  are  also  empowered  to  conquer  them,  

provided  we  place  our faith  on  Him  and  embark  on  our  

journey  in  communion  with  the Risen  Lord.

may  the  peace  of  the  

risen Lord  dwell  richly  in  your  hearts,  now  and  always!

                     Universal Guidelines Framework (UGF)

UGF  is  a  vital  tool  for  the  Catholic  Church,  helping her  

to  live  out  Jesus  Christ's  teachings  and  care  for  all, especially  

the  most  vulnerable.  The  UGF,  created  through the  Pontifical  

Commission  for  the  Protection  of  Minor's updated  mandate  

(PE Art 78),  is  a  collection  of  rules.  It's  a reflection  of  the  

Church's  core  values,  urging  both  spiritual and  practical  

changes  to  better  protect  and  support  everyone  in  the  Church  

community.

The  UGF,  structured  in  three  tiers   principles,  criteria, 

and  indicators,  provides  a  comprehensive  approach  to 

safeguarding.  UGF  is  designed  to  ensure  that  the  Church's 

actions  are  accountable,  transparent,  and  effective  in 

safeguarding  the  wellbeing  of  all,  particularly  children  and 

vulnerable  adults.  Here  are  the  guidelines  of  the  document.

Guideline 1 : Committed Church Leadership and Culture

The  safeguard  of  children  and  adults  is  embedded with  

the  church's  leadership,  governance  and  culture. Therefore,  the  

church  authority  ensures  open  and transparent  communications  

relating  to  safeguarding

Guideline 2 : Safe Environments

Physical  and  online  environments  promote  safety  and 

contain  appropriate  safeguards  to  minimise  the  opportunity for  

children  and  adults  to  be  harmed.

Guideline 3 : Partnering with survivors, families and 

communities

Accompaniment  to  victims/Survivors,  their  families and  

communities  affected  by  abuse  is  prioritized  and  the Church  

Body  actively  reaches  out  to  engage  with  the  church  

community  in  safeguarding  efforts.



Guideline 4 : Complaint/Allegation  Response  and 

Management

Processes  for  raising  concerns  and  complaints  are 

responsive,  accessible  and  understood  by  children,  adults, 

families,  carers,  communities  and  personnel.

Guideline 5 : Culturally Responsive

Safeguarding  policies  and  procedures  are contextualised  

to  the  culture  of  the  local

Guideline 6 : Policies and Procedures support the safety of 

children and adults

Policies  and  procedures  documents  how  the  church  is 

safe  for  children  and  adults.

Guideline 7 : People Management

People  working  with  children  and  adults  are  suitable, 

informed  of  their  obligations,  supervised  and  supported  to 

reflect  safeguarding  values  in  practice.

Guideline 8 : On-going education and formation

Personnel  are  equipped  with  knowledge,  skills  and 

awareness  to  keep  children  and  adults  safe  through 

information,  on-going  education  and  formation.

Guideline 9 : Informed and empowered People

Children  and  adults  are  informed  about  their  rights, 

participate  in  decisions  affecting  them  and  are  taken seriously.

Guideline 10 : Continuous Improvement

The  Church  regularly  reviews  and  improves  their 

systems  for  keeping  children  and  adults  safe.

'Léveil'  a  family  name  has  become a  'holy  name' 
through  the  life  and  mission  of  the  Servant  of  God  Louis 
Marie  Léveil.  The  name  is  spelt  by  every  tongue  of  the 
people  of  Sivagangai  diocese  especially  in  the  month  of 
March.  The  persons  both  men  and  women  who  bear  the 
name  of  Fr. Léveil  rejoice  by  the  prayers  and  blessings  of 
the  Servant  of  God.

Léveil Museum

The  Servant  of  God  Louis  Marie  Léveil  lived  in 
Sarugani  for  17  years  (1956-1973)  and  served  as  Spiritual 
Counselor  for  the  parishioners  and  for  the  religious  of  the 
deanery  of  Sarugani.  His  residence  was  a  tiny  room  in  the 
presbytery  of  Sarugani  parish.  After  51  years  the  building 
where  Fr.  Léveil  resided  till  his  death  was  renovated  and  
was  converted  into  a  museum.  On  the  occasion  of  his  

st
death anniversary on 21  March 2024 Most Rev. Lourdu 
Anandam,  Bishop  of  Sivagangai  blessed  'Léveil  Museum”  at 
5.30  pm  in  Sarugani.  Rev.  Fr.  Jebamalai  Raja  SJ,  
Provincial  of  Chennai  Jesuit  Province  and  Rev.  Fr. 
S.Marianathan  SJ,  delegate  of  Madurai  Jesuit  Province 
together  opened  the  museum.  The  museum  depicts  the  life, 
mission  and  death  of  the  Servant  of  God  through  picture 
gallery.  The  relics  used  by  Fr. Léveil  are  kept  inside  the 
museum.  The  video  hall,  the  sanctuary  and  the  living  room 
of  the  Servant  of  God  Léveil  enhance  the  status  of  the 
museum.  'Léveil  Museum'  stands  as  a  monument  with  its 
gothic  structure  where  the  missionaries  lived  and  toiled  for 
the  Kingdom  of  God.

Léveil Day

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at  Sarugani  in  a  splendid  way.  It  is  not  a  simple  memory  
of  his  death  but  it  is  an  annual  celebration  of  his  heavenly 
entry  by  the  people  of  Sarugani  as  well  as  by  all  the  
faithful  of  Sivagangai  diocese.  Most  Rev.  Lourdu  Anandam, 
Bishop  of  Sivagangai  presided  over  the  Eucharistic 
celebration  in  the  premise  of  Sacred  Hearts  Church, 
Sarugani  and  delivered  an  inspiring  homily  on  the theme 
“Irai Uzhiyar Vazhiyil... Iraivanai Nookki...” (Through the 
Servant of God... to God...).  There  were  70  priests  from 
various  dioceses  and  many  religious  congregations  who 
concelebrated  the  mass.  About  100  men  and  women 
religious  participated  in  the  liturgy.  The  faithful  from  many 
parts  of  Tamilnadu  attended  the  Eucharistic  celebration  who 
were  around  5000. 

After  the  Eucharist  Rev.  Fr.  Jebamalai  Raja  SJ.  and 
Rev. Fr. S. Marianathan  SJ  were  honoured  by  the  diocesan 
administration  and  were  thanked  for  the  contribution  
towards  Léveil  Museum  from  their  respective  provinces.  The 
diocese  of  Sivagangai  also  honoured  Mr. Amalraj  of  Orikottai 
for  his  generous  donation  for  Léveil  Museum.  A  book 
written   by   Rev.   Fr.   Yagoo   SJ   on  the  life  of  Léveil  
which was  translated  into  Malayalam  was  released  by  Most  
Rev.  Lourdu   Anandam.  'Thatha  Samee”  another  book  on 
Fr. Léveil  written  by  Mr.  Louis  Xavier  was  also  published  by  
the  Bishop  of  Sivagangai.

The  annual  celebration  of  the  death  anniversary  of 
the  Servant  of  God  was  concluded  with  the  procession  of 
his  portrait  on  the  streets  of  Sarugani.  Around  8000  people 
participated  in  the  common  meal  (annathanam)  served  by 
the  parishioners  of  Sarugani.  Let  us  earnestly  pray  for  the 
Beatification  of  the  Servant  of  God  Léveil.
